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Washington, DC Interior Firm Enhances Urban Dwelling in 40 Days.

Located at the intersection of M Street and 10th Street, NW in downtown Washington, the luxury condominium development offers a modern and sophisticated feel.

Bright Design Group (BDG) was engaged by the client to make the most of the property’s urban aesthetics, while also maintaining a comfortable and inviting environment.  The client wanted to start with everything new right down to silverware and only retained three pieces, a Rembrandt painting, an antique Victoria, and a recently purchased Mongolian warrior from China.

Shares Principal Jim Bright, “Our challenge was the condominium is being rented and we couldn’t make structural changes, so mirrors and color enhanced the angled space.”

BDG chose a simple color palette of sesame and asparagus green to evoke vibrancy and not overwhelm the living areas.  The open kitchen, dining and living room share the colors in accent pieces.   The bedroom, open from the main room, offers a contrast of deep shades of gray with punches of green.   

The home’s main area features an angled wall that limits the width of the room.   To compensate for the small space, BDG used paint on one wall to offset the narrow width.  Two floor-to-ceiling length mirrors on walls also expand the space in height and the reflections showcase distinct pieces in the room, such as the mid-century Noguchi cyclone table and the Victoria ghost chairs by Phillippe Starck.

According to Jim, the rooms capsulate the value of a designer and working with limited architecture.  “Projects using just paint and furniture push the limits - especially if you’re not able to relocate doorways or add architectural details.  There’s more emphasis on simple accessories without looking cluttered or over decorated.”
“At the end of the design process, we were able to provide the client a livable environment in just over a month.  An interior designer can make anything happen and in this case, we had custom elements and furniture on schedule and on budget,” says Jim.
